In the first round all fences will be mandatory and will not exceed 2ft. In the following rounds all fences increase in height but only the grid and puissance wall will be mandatory. You will not be eligible to continue to the next round if you have faults at either the grid or the puissance wall.

Pre-entry is preferred however entry on the day is available if numbers allow. .

Entries will be drawn order with pre-entries given priority please collect your number bibs from the entries office on the day.
